The old things have gone away, and look, the 

new things have arrived." CEB 
 

What if our identity, yours and mine, was in Christ before all else? What if God's love rather 

than the world's labels identified us? What if we loved first? What would be different if we fixed 

our eyes on Jesus, the Author and Perfector of ALL faith? What would be different if we could 

truly love one another as Jesus loved us? 
 

We could remove the labels we put on others...we could take off the labels we put on ourselves.
